(D) Gur Bilas and Panth Parkash

Gur Bilas: In the beginning the life-sketches of Sikh Gurus were composed by
Janam-Sakhi-Sahit. This literary form gives only the description of the life and
activities of the Guru. But after the martyrdom of Sri Guru Arjan Dev Ji the
circumstances were changed. Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib dressed up with two swords
of Miri and Piri. Thus a new concept of Miri and Piri was prevailed in the fold of
Sikhism.

During such times the life sketches of the Gurus were not sufficient to do the
required job. In this period the attitude of Sikh community had undergone a change
from peaceful worshipers to spirtually charged warriors. In order to be at par with
changing attitude, this form of poetry i.e Gur Bilas came into existence. The word
Gurbilas is the combination of the two words of Sanskrit Gur+Bilas. The word
'Gur' de-notes a spiritual Teacher, the word Bilas Gurbilas stands for a composition
in which the stateliness (higher grace) or (Higher standard of living as a monareh) or
monarchical status of the Guru is discussed. The tradition of composing Gurbilas is
an ancient one.

Undoubtedly Gurbilas Sahit (literature) is a part of Charitar Kav but still the
Gurbilass about which we are going to discuss are not simply like those rather martial
ones. The Gurbilas in Punjabi literature belongs mainly to Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib
Ji and Sri Guru Gobind Singh Sahib Ji.

Gurbilass Patshahi Chheveen (6) Bhai Bhagat Singh

First of all the detailed and authentic life history of Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib
Ji has been attempted by Bhai Bhagat Singh. Bhai Bhagat Singh was well formed
in In-dian religious theologies, History, mythology and Puranic legends. According
to the version of the Guru Sahib was not only spiritual guide of the Sikh nation
rather he was the Apostle of the whole mankind, According to the poet this Granth
has been composed round about 1718 AD. This Granth includes some incidents
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which took place during the period of Sikh Rule. For example there is a reference of
nine storeys of Gurdwara Baba Attal Sahib Ji which were completed in, 1821 A.D.;
Peshawar has been called 'Subba' which came into existence in 1834 AD and it was
segre-gated (isolated) from 'Kabul'. The description of building of Taran Taran Sahib
with the bricks got after demolishing Noor de Sarai; It has the advice of solemnizing
the cer-emony of Bhog after reading the Rag-Mala etc. This hint has already been in
Gturpartap Suraj Granth which is the composition of the period 1843 AD. This
Granth consists of 21 chapters. The life history of Guru Sahib has been writ-ten
with great reverence. The historians and literary schools who composed their works
after this Granth, used this Granth as a source. When we go through this Granth, it
becomes clear how a devotee Sikh watches the life history of Sri Guru Hargobind
Sahib.

In the first chapter. the bliss of Baba Budha Ji to Mata Ganga ji has been
referred. The next chapter tells us about the Guru Sahib's marriage. The betrothal
relation with chandu's daughter was rejected and Guru Sahib's marriage was
solemnized with the daughter of a devoted Sikh. Narayan Dass. In the next chapters
there is an information about Sulhi-Khan. the intrigues of Prithi Chand and Chandu
against Sri Guru Arjan Dev Ji and the martyrdom of the fifth Guru ji. After the
martyrdom of Sri Guru Arjan Deyv ji. Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib armed himself up
with two swords of Miri and Piri. Guru Sahib managed an army who always remaind
ready to obey his commands, the building process of Sri Akal Bunga (Sri Akal
Takhat Sahib) in front of Sri Harmandar Sahib under the supervision of Bhai Gurdas
and Baba Buddha Ji are referred to. In the next chapters there are informations
about the battle of Sri Amritsar, descrip-tions about Mata Kaulan Ji, Painde Khan
and battle fought with Abdul Khan, departure of Baba Budha Ji for heavenly abode,
marriage of Suraj Mal, Miracle by Baba Atal Rai Ji, sending Bhai Gurdas to Kabul
for purchasing horses, de-parture of Mata Damodary for heavenly abode, the Battle
of Gurusar, description of Baba Bidhi Chand Ji, the death of Lalla Beig and Kasam
Beig, the death of Painde Khan and the marriage ceremony of Sri Guru Tegh Bahadar.
In the last chapter there is description about Guru Sahib's de-parture towards heavenly
abode and the thrown of Guruship was handed over to Sri Guru Har Rai Ji.

In this source, the information about the life and ac-tivities of Sri Guru
Hargobind Sahib are remarkable. In modern times such Granths are very helpful to
the histori-ans to collect authentic information about Sikh history. This Granth has
been a precious treasure of information about Sikh Nation of Guru period.
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Gurbilas Patshahi Dasveen: Bhai Sukha Singh
Sri Guru Sobha by Kavi Sainapat is the first compostion in the context of
Gurbilas informing about the life history of Dasam Guru Sahib. On next place there

is the Gurbilas Patshahi Dasvin composed by Bhai Sukha Singh. In the same process,
there is an other composition named, Gurbilas Patshahi Dasvin by Bhai Koer Singh
is very important be-cause it defines the whole life activities of Sri Guru Gobind
Singh Ji. This Gurbilas, is not an incomplete composition like Bachitra Natak or
GurSohha or Jang Namah rather it encompasses the life of Sri Guru Gobind Singh
Ji from the beginning to the end. According to Koer Singh this composition is based
on the discourses of Bhai Mani Singh, which were heard by him from time to time.

Bhai Sukha Singh composed, Gurbilas Patshahi Dasvin in 1797 A.D. in
Anandpur Sahib, at Sri Kesgarh Sahib. The composition of this Granth is subjected
to the deep devoution and affection towards the Guru. As referred in Mahan Kosh.
Bhai Sukha Singh was born in 1768 AD and died on 1838 A.D.. The name of the
poet's wife was Gulab Devi and she died in 1878 A.D. The poet took this Granth to
Sant Dyal Singh. Sant Dyal Singh went through the Granth, praising the Granth
and proposed it the name Gurbilas. Bhai Sukha Singh agreed and named this granth
Gurbilas. Bhai Sukha Singh present the principle of paying back the same coin
(retaliatory measures). He presents the concept of fighting bravely for one's right
and encouraged the Khalsa Panth to use even sword for it.

The dominating theme of 'Gurbilas Patshahi Dasvin' is to bring forth the
personality of Guru Sahib, while de-scribing the life activities. He also takes the
contemporary social, political, religious and economic activities into ac-count. Thus
we can get all the informations about different aspects of the contemporary society
as mentioned above.

This Granth informs that Sikh Raj was giving shelter to the people of low
classes and the people who were op-pressed by the ruling powers. The Sikh society
was recog-nized as a classless. The Sikhs used to recite the Bani of Sri Guru Granth
Sahib Ji and they got their children Amritdhari when they grew up. The wealth of
others was considered as stones and women of others were considered as mothers
or sisters by the Sikhs. The Sikh soldiers mostly take grams as food material. The
main profession of the people was agriculture. The sources of water were waterfalls,
Baulis, wells, rivers, pools (Sarovars) etc. The concept of the Shabad-Guru was
prevalent in the Sikh society. No consideration was given to gods and goddesses. It
was considered that all powers of crores of gods and goddesses reside at the feet of
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the Khalsa. Sri Akal Takhat and recitation of Shabad (Shabad Kirtan) had significant
place in the Sikh commu-nity. The arms (Shastars) were considered as the physical

power of God Himself; and they were equally worshipped. The institution of Langar
was highly significant in the Sikh religion. It is prohibited to have any relation with
minas, masands, dhirmalie Ramrayyas. Smoking, illegal relations with a woman
other than one's own wife, cutting hair, tak-ing meat prepared by Muslim ways
(Kutha) were consid-ered great prohibitions (Bajjar kurehtan).

Besides Tenth Guru, the poet has also given infor-mation about the Sikh history
and other Sikh Gurus. For example building of Sri Akat Takhat Sahib by Sri Guru
Hargobind Sahib, the concept of Miri and Piri, life history of Sri Guru Tegh Bahadar
before he occupied the throne of Guruship. Manji and Masand Pratha have also
been men-tioned in detail. All these things prove that Bhai Sukha Singh was well
informed about the history of Gurus' lives (Gur-Ithas) and he was a great scholar in
this field.

Gur Bilas Patshahi Dasveen: Bhai Kour Singh

Who was Bhai Kour Singh, the writer of Gurbilas Patshahi Dasvin? Where
did he live? What was his profes-sion? All these questions have no authentic answers.
Only one thing that comes to forefront is that he was a devotee Sikh. And after
leaving his job he remained in the com-pany of Bhai Mani Singh for a long time.

This Gurbilas has been written in 1751 AD nearly 43 years after Sri Guru
Gobind Singh's heavenly abode. Before this composition, there was no such work
which may provide the information about the Guru's life-history in detail. This work
1s significant because it consists of all the life activities of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji
in detail from the beginning to the end.

When Guru Sahib left Sri Anandpur Sahib and went to the dominion of Nahan
and settled at the bank of the river Jamuna and built a town named Paonta Sahib.
Neither Bachitra Natak, nor 'Gurs Sobha' or any other written docu-ment helps us
in further information. The two compositions mentioned above do not clarify why
Raja Fatch Shah with the help of other hill-rajas attacked at the Guru Sahib. The
causes of conflict between Guru Sahib and Raja Bhim Chand of Kehlur have been
discussed in detail in this Granth. Undoubtedly, the creation of Khalsa was a great
historical event in the life history of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji. But this great event
has never been taken in account in any other source written before Gurbilas Patshahi
Dasveen by Kour Singh. On Vaisakhi Day, in 1699 A.D., when Guru Sahib made
a demand with unsheathed sword in hand and after that the method of preparing
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Pahul having an iron pot and two edged sword (Khanda-Batta) such informations
are available only in the composition of Bhai Kour Singh. Un-doubiediy, the
composition of Bhai Kour Singh is of great importance because it stands as a witness
to a great event in the Sikh history. Moreover, it also consists of the details about
Sikh Rehat Maryada.

Gurbilas of Patshahi Dasveen vividly clarified that Sri Guru Granth Sahib has
been proclaimed as the Guru of the Sikh community after Sri Guru Gobind Singh
Ji. This in-formation has been given under the detail of Rehat Maryada of Khalsa
Panth. On the last day of his life, Sri Guru Gobind Singh ordained the Khalsa Panth
to accept Sri Guru Granth Sahib as their Guru hence forth. Bhai Kour Singh has
also mentioned the details of the ceremony of Guruship when Gurship was given to
Sri Guru Granth Sahib by Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji. Therefore, Gurbilas Patshahi
Dasvin, the composition of Bhai Kour Singh is a great reference source of life and
history of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji.

Panth Parkash:-

Sri Guru Panth Parkash: S.Rattan Singh Bhangu

All the medieval and modern scholars have acknowl-edged Sri Guru Panth
Parkash as a significant source of 18th century's Sikh history. The author of Sri
Guru Panth Parkash. S. Rattan Singh Bhangu was the grandson of S. Mehtab Singh
Mirankotia. who beheaded Massa Rangar when the latter was acting impudently in
Sri Darbar Sahib Sri Amritsar. S. Rattan Singh Bhangu was the son of S. Rai Singh
who was married to the daughter of S. Sham Singh and he was blessed with four
sons. S. Rattan Singh Bhangu was one of them.

According to the version of the author, he completed this source, while residing
in a Bunga with his maternal grand father at Amritsar. In this Granth the Sikh History
has been presented in 183 Sakhis. Out of these Sakhis about 30 be-long to the
history of the Sikh Gurus (Gur-Ithas), about 45 Sakhis belong to Baba Banda Singh
Bahadar. The contents of this composition have not been presented in a proper or-
der. All the Sakhis are not equal in size. The shortest one is of two Chhands and the
largest one is of 157 Chhands.

The author of the Panth Parkash tells us that there was a question in the mind
of the Britishers, that the Sikhs with-out any parental state, without any government,
without any fort, without any army and without any artillery how could they have
establish a Sikh kingdom? According to the author the reason behind all these things
was the Di-vine Bliss. Moreover, he believed that victory of Virtue over Evil is a
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natural phenomenon.

The advent of Sri Guru Nanak Dev ji was the completion of a Divine Purpose.
Since the purpose of the Khalsa Panth was divine therefore the struggle, they faced
was also Divine. Actually the creation of Khalsa was based upon the Religious war.

Sri Guru Gobind Singh's sending of Banda Singh Bahadar towards Punjab is
also mentioned and co-operation of the Sikhs of Punjab to Baba Ji, especially the
Majhails have also been described. The author clarifies that he was only explaining
those facts about which he had com plete knowledge, taken from his forefathers and
members of his families. This source also consists of the doings of Sikh-opponents,
RamRaiye. Hindhaliye and Dhirmaliye etc. The conflict between Tat Khalsa and
Bandai Khalsa is also mentioned herein. Besides all this, Mir Manu, Jakaria Khan
Massa Rangar etc. have been mentioned in this source Therefore, this source has
been an authentic proof of the genocide of the Khalsa Panth and how the prices of
the heads of the Sikhs were granted. This source macation the numberless
martyrdoms of Sikhs also. This source also clari-fies the relations of Sikhs with their
neighboring states such as Bikaner, Jaisalmer, Bharatpur, Jaipur etc. It is the first
source which throws light on the relations between the Sikhs and the Rajputs.

The significant institutions of the Sikh religion such as the Gurmata and the
Sarbat Khalsa have also been men-tioned. The holy bath of Amritsar-Sarovar and
holy visit of Sri Darbar Sahib Amritsar has been given emphasis. Establishment of
Sikh-Raj and Rakhi Pratha by the Khalsa have also been mentioned. We find
description of the Delhi-Expedition by Bhai Baghel Singh in 1783 A.D.. All the
con-temporary historical sources of 18th century related to Sikh conflicts are available
in Persian or Braj. The source composed by Bhai Rattan Singh Bhangu is the only
composition of the Sikh Mughal conflict which is presented in the vernacular language
of the general public. From the conceptual point of view, it is an important document
composed on the 'Khalsa Politics' and an independent and divine sovereignty of the
Khalsa Panth.

Panth Parkash: Giani Gian Singh

Giani Gian Singh was a famous scholar of his times. As he was well versed in
Sanskrit, Hindi, Braj Bhasha and Urdu language. The name of his father was S.Bhag
Singh and the name of his mother was Bibi Desan. He got love for Gurmat from his
mother in inheritance. His pronunciation of Gurbani was so correct that Maharaja
Ranjit Singh ap-pointed him as his pathi (he who reads the holy Granth) in his
palace. He served Maharaja Ranjit Singh for six years and then took job under
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Maharaja Karam Singh of Patiala in 1841 A.D.. He participated in the first war of
the Sikhs and the English. Well informed in literature and well-versed reading and
writing Gurmukhi he became famous as "Giani'.

With the passage of time he joined the group of Nirmala Sect and accepted
Pandit Tara Singh Narotam as his instructor. With the inspiration of Pandit Bhag
Singh Narotam he composed the Panth Parkash. Such a book named Panth Parkash
was also available which was composed by S. Rat-tan Singh Bhangu. In this
composition history has been available upto the Sikh-Misals. Giani Gian Singh has
also mentioned in his composition the Panth Parkash composed by S. Rattan Singh
Bhangu. Giani Ji started his Panth Parkash from Sri Guru Nanak Sahib Ji to British
Rule. The author has given informations about the political, social and religious
circumstances of the period mentioned above. He also mentioned about the prevalent
sects in Sikhism such as Nirmalas, Udasis and Namdharis. As the prevailing tradition,
Giani Ji composed his Panth Parkash in verse. It was his first composition. The Sikh
history has been writ-ten in solid and sound verse in this source.

He was the first person to write the Sikh history under the historical rules and
regulations. Therefore, he is the first historian to write the Sikh history in the
Gurmukhi prose. Before Giani Ji, if something was composed in verse it was in the
Bhojpuri or the Hindi-based fiction. If Giani Ji wrote verse, it was in simple Punjabi,
if he wrote prose it was also in simple Punjabi. Giani Ji starts his Panth Parkash from
the advent of Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji. The life history of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji
has been explained in detail. The creation of Khalsa, the development of Khalsa,
war of Sri Anandpur Sahib, Takhat Damdama Sahib, the completion of Sri Guru
Granth Sahib, association with Bahadar Shah, sending Baba Banda Singh towards
Punjab, Guru Sahib's leaving for heavenly abode etc. All incidents are mentioned in
details in this Panth Parkash. The historical details about Baba Bandha Singh Bahadar
has been written in detail. After that, mentions about Nadar Shah, Chhota Ghalughara,
Wadda Ghalughara, etc. have been written in detail.

In the end, the victory of Lahore by Maharaja Ranjit Singh is discussed, Giani
Gian Singh's Panth Parkash had been so quickly popular that it was Panth Parkash
under the influence of which Master Tara Singh, the leader of the Sikh community
transferred himself from the Sehajdhari Sikh' to the beptised Singh. The most
important feature of this Panth Parkash is that it has embraced the whole of the Sikh
History in its embrace.
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(E) Sri Gurpartap Suraj Granth Mahan Kavi Santokh Singh
Sri Gurpartap Suraj Granth has been recognized as the basic source of precious
information about the Sikh-Gurus (Gur-Ithas). Therefore, the discourses of this

Granth are read out in the Sikh congregation daily in the evening in the Gurdwaras
in India as well as in foreign countries. This huge Granth has been written by a great
poet (Mahakavi) Santokh Singh. Bhai Santokh Singh was born in 1788 A.D. at the
village Noor di Sarai in district Tarn Taran. The name of his father was Bhai Deva
Singh and mother was Bibi Raj Kaur (Raj Deyi) Bhai Deva Singh himself was a
famous scholar of Gurmat literature. He got his basic education from his parents.
For higher education he went to Bhai Sant Singh at Amritsar. Bhai Sant Singh was
a great scholar of his times, well versed in Gurbani having saintly nature and always
busy in divine meditation. He also did managerial services at Sri Darbar Sahib
Amritsar.

The whole service of covering the building of Sri Darbar Sahib with Golden
Plates was done under the man-agement of S. Sant Singh during the period of
Maharaja Ranjit Singh. S. Santokh Singh learnt various languages such as the
Gurmukhi, Hindi, Braj, Sanskrit from Bhai Sant Singh. He also attained knowledge
about the Sikh Litera-ture and the Sikh history after that he went to Kanshi and
studied the Indian philosophy.

Government attempting to divert public attention by
interfering in SGPC affairs - Advocate Dhami

Sri Amritsar: The Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee (SGPC)
President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami has raised serious questions over the
politics being played by the Punjab government led by Chief Minister (CM) Bhagwant
Mann regarding the issue related to 328 sacred saroops (holy scriptures) of Sri Guru
Granth Sahib Ji. He said the government is adopting a dual policy and playing with
Sikh sentiments.

Advocate Dhami said that on one hand, incidents of sacrilege have been
continuously coming to light during the tenure of the Bhagwant Mann government,
while on the other hand, in order to divert public attention from these serious issues,
deliberate interference is being made in the internal administrative affairs of the
SGPC. He alleged that Bhagwant Mann is indulging in such politics to please his
political master Arvind Kejriwal and to safeguard his chief ministerial position.

He further stated that the Bhagwant Mann government has proved to be a
complete failure in delivering justice in cases of sacrilege, including the Bargari
sacrilege case. Not only has the government failed to ensure punishment for the
guilty, it has also not taken any concrete or effective steps to prevent incidents of
sacrilege.

Advocate Dhami said that the SGPC is an institution elected by the Sikh Panth,
and by violating its independent existence, identity and constitutional sanctity, the
Mann government is working under a specific agenda to weaken this central institution
of the Sikh minority. He asserted that it is completely unacceptable for any government
to deliberately misrepresent the administrative matters of the SGPC and indulge in
opportunistic politics.

He categorically stated that the Punjab government should refrain from
politicising the issue of the 328 sacred saroops, which has already been resolved by
the SGPC, and should not compel the community to resort to a strong struggle on
this issue. (January 1)
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SGPC Takes Serious Note of Misuse of AI Technology to
Create Fake Image of Sachkhand Sri Harmandar Sahib

SGPC Secretary Lodges Complaint with Cyber Crime Cell Seeking Action
Against the Accused

Sri Amritsar: The Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee (SGPC) has
taken serious note of the misuse of Artificial Intelligence (AI) technology to create a
fake image of Sachkhand Sri Harmandar Sahib and post it on social media. Taking
strict cognisance of the matter, the SGPC has lodged a complaint with the Cyber
Crime Cell seeking action against the accused.

As per the directions of SGPC President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami,
the complaint was filed by SGPC Secretary Partap Singh, demanding identification
of the culprit and strict action against those responsible.

Speaking on the issue, SGPC Secretary Partap Singh said that Sachkhand Sri
Harmandar Sahib is the central religious shrine of the Sikh community, from where
the message of universal brotherhood and humanity is imparted to the entire world.
He stated that the misrepresentation of this sacred place through fabricated images
deeply hurts Sikh sentiments and can never be tolerated.

Partap Singh further said that such incidents have occurred several times in the
past as well. Despite lodging complaints with the Cyber Crime Cell on earlier
occasions, no effective action has been taken so far. He remarked that while immediate
action is taken against those who question governments-by registering cases and
blocking social media accounts-the lack of appropriate action against those who
play with the religious sentiments of the Sikh Sangat raises serious questions.

Terming the matter as extremely sensitive and serious, the SGPC Secretary
stressed that exemplary action must be taken against the accused so that no one
dares to indulge in such acts in the future. He also appealed to the Sangat not to
share or comment on such posts, but instead to report such social media accounts
and cooperate in getting them shut down. (January 10)

SGPC to act in matter of sacred saroops as per orders of

Jathedar of Sri Akal Takht Sahib
Sri Amritsar: The Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee (SGPC)
President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami said that, in accordance with the directions
issued by the Acting Jathedar of Sri Akal Takht Sahib, Giani Kuldip Singh Gargajj,
the SGPC will take the required action in the matter concerning the sacred saroops

-Resolution Passed To Condemn Remarks Made by Former Delhi CM
Atishi Regarding Sikh Gurus

Sri Amritsar- A meeting of the Executive Committee (EC) of the Shiromani
Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee (SGPC) was held today at the SGPC office here
under the leadership of its President, Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami. During the
meeting, a condemnation resolution was passed regarding the derogatory remarks
made recently by former Delhi Chief Minister (CM) and Aam Aadmi Party leader
Atishi about the Sikh Gurus, and a decision was taken to initiate strict action against
her.

SGPC President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami said that the use of derogatory
language about the Sikh Gurus by an elected representative during an ongoing session
of the Delhi Legislative Assembly has hurt Sikh sentiments. He stated that legal
action would be taken against the Aam Aadmi Party leader for displaying a deplorable
mindset.

Besides this, the SGPC also appreciated the achievement of six students of the
Nishchay Administrative Services Training Academy, run to prepare Sikh students
for competitive examinations, for qualifying the preliminary PCS examination.
Appreciation was also expressed for a student of Nishchay Academy of Judicial
Services, Bahadurgarh, Patiala, who cleared the Law Officer examination conducted
by the Punjab Subordinate Services Selection Board. Advocate Dhami said that the
SGPC has consistently endeavoured to ensure that Sikh students qualify competitive
examinations and reach high positions so that they can work for the welfare of
society in accordance with the Guru's blessed principles.

Meanwhile, SGPC President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami also strongly
condemned the act committed by a youth in violation of Maryada (code of conduct)
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in the sacred Sarovar of Sachkhand Sri Harmandar Sahib. He said that Sachkhand
Sri Harmandar Sahib has a sacred Maryada, and any act against this Maryada cannot
be tolerated. Such incidents, he added, hurt Sikh sentiments. He appealed to people
of all faiths to strictly observe the sacred Maryada while paying obeisance at
Sachkhand Sri Harmandar Sahib.

Advocate Dhami condemns desecration of Sri Guru Granth
Sahib in Mahal village in Jalandhar

Present Punjab government has failed to stop incidents of desecration-
Advocate Dhami

Amritsar- The President of the Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee
(SGPC), Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami, has strongly condemned the heinous
act of desecration in which the sacred parts of Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji were torn at
the Gurdwara Sahib in Mahal village of Jalandhar. Terming the incident a grave
failure of law and order and a dereliction of responsibility towards the state, he held
the Punjab government accountable for its inability to prevent such incidents.

Advocate Dhami said that the continuous rise in incidents of sacrilege of Sri
Guru Granth Sahib over the past few years is a matter of serious concern. He stated
that the present Punjab government has failed to curb such incidents and has also
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not been able to take exemplary action against the accused in most cases, which
reflects a deep blow to Sikh sentiments.

He said that in the latest incident, the tearing of the sacred parts of Sri Guru
Granth Sahib Ji in Mahal village is a direct challenge to Sikh sentiments. He added
that the incident appears to be part of a larger conspiracy, as even the CCTV cameras
installed in the Gurdwara Sahib were found to be non-functional. Advocate Dhami
expressed regret that the government is not taking desecration incidents seriously,
resulting in a continuous increase in such cases.

Demanding that the culprits involved in this incident, as well as the forces
working behind it, be exposed and dealt with sternly, Advocate Dhami warned that
if the government fails to act in accordance with the sentiments of the Sikh sangat,
the community will be compelled to launch a struggle. He said that upon receiving
information about the incident, the SGPC has deputed officials from Gurdwara Sri
Mau Sahib and the Dharam Prachar Committee under the leadership of SGPC
member Ranjit Singh Kahlon, with instructions to take action at every level.

The SGPC President further said that in the present circumstances, Gurdwara
management committees bear a major responsibility to ensure strict vigilance at
Gurdwara Sahibs. He stressed that sewadars should be deployed at all times and
adequate arrangements of CCTV cameras should be made wherever required.

SGPC delegation meets Delhi Police Commissioner, demands

action against AAP leader Atishi for hurting Sikh sentiments

-Application submitted seeking registration of FIR over remarks made
about Guru Sahiban in Delhi Vidhan Sabha

Delhi/Sri Amritsar- Acting on the directions of Shiromani Gurdwara
Parbandhak Committee (SGPC) President Advocate Harjinder Singh Dhami, an
SGPC delegation met the Delhi Police Commissioner and demanded the registration
of a case against former Delhi Chief Minister and Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) leader
Atishi Marlena for making derogatory remarks about the Sikh Gurus, thereby hurting
religious sentiments.

The delegation, led by SGPC Senior Vice President Raghujit Singh Virk, also
included Junior Vice President Baldev Singh Kalyan, Executive Member Gurpreet
Singh Jhabbar, Haryana Sikh Mission In-charge Sukhwinder Singh, and Delhi Sikh
Mission In-charge Manveet Singh.
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In the application submitted to the Police Commissioner, the SGPC stated that
on January 6, former Delhi Chief Minister Atishi and leader of opposition in Delhi
Vidhan Sabha used objectionable words regarding the Sikh Gurus inside the Delhi
Vidhan Sabha, deeply hurting Sikh sentiments. The words used by her are also
recorded in the official proceedings of the State Assembly. The letter emphasized
that the teachings of the Sikh Gurus are a guiding light for all humanity, and that the
Sikh community has always upheld the principles of equality, brotherhood, and
harmony above caste, creed, race, and discrimination, as taught by the Gurus.

The SGPC further stated that the remarks made by the AAP leader against the
Sikh Gurus have severely hurt the religious sentiments of Sikhs living across the
world. It alleged that the comments were made deliberately and reflect her mindset
towards the Sikh community.

The letter to the Police Commissioner also mentioned that at a time when India
and the world are commemorating the 350th martyrdom centenary of Sri Guru Tegh
Bahadar Sahib and remembering his supreme sacrifice, it is extremely unfortunate
for an elected public representative to use such language against the Sikh Gurus.
The delegation demanded that an FIR be registered against AAP leader Atishi Marlena
for hurting religious sentiments and that strict action be taken, so that no political
leader dares to indulge in acts that injure the religious sentiments of any community
in the future.
